League of Women Voters – Candidate Forum City Council 3rd District
The League of Women Voters of Knoxville and Knox County will partner with the Norwood Homeowners Association and other neighborhood groups in the 3rd district to sponsor a candidate forum on Wednesday, September 9, 2009, at 6pm in the Fellowship Hall of the Norwood United Methodist Church, 2110 Merchants Road (between Pleasant Ridge Road and the Expo Center).  This forum will address neighborhood issues in preparation for the upcoming primary election for city council.  (Although called a “primary” election, city council elections are nonpartisan.  Top vote-getters at the district level—districts 1, 2, 3, 4 and 6 are up this year—run citywide in the November 3 General Election.)  

The 3rd district candidate forum will be moderated by Georgiana Vines, Knoxville News Sentinel political columnist and retired associate editor.  All four candidates for the 3rd district—Joel Bond, Gerry Holman, Joshua Nelson and Brenda Palmer—will attend.

League candidate forums are conducted in accordance with guidelines that emphasize fair, respectful and nonpartisan discussion focusing on the issues of importance to citizens in local districts.   See www.lwvknoxville.org.

The primary election is scheduled for September 22, 2009, at regular precincts.  Early voting will take place September 2-17, 2009 (closed Sundays) at Knox County Courthouse, Five Points Village Plaza Shopping Center, New Harvest Park, 235 W.
